The passage at 1 should probably be played as a good nf for it to sound. Make the 16th notes as even as
possible. At 3 bring out theiffnotes clearly in contrast to the ptp measure.

The tempo is J = 116.
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EXCERPT 2

Do not overlook the end of the movement! The Piccolo still leads the orchestra, and every note is heard. I
suggest that the triplet 16th-notes on D-E-D be played using just the left hand, as in a D-E trill.

The piano accompaniment begins 4 bars before your entrance.
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
