About This Emphasis . . .  
 
The Associate of Science (A.S.) degree is designed for students who intend to continue their education and obtain a baccalaureate degree.  The 
A.S. is the appropriate choice for students who will take upper division coursework in mathematics, biological sciences, and physical sciences.  
The degree program includes the Colorado Statewide Essential Learning Core and meets the lower division Essential Learning requirements at 
most public institutions in Colorado.  A number of emphases are available within the A.S. degree.  Students choosing one of these emphases will 
take courses in a discipline in addition to the Essential Learning core.   
 
An Associate of Science (A.S.) degree with a geology emphasis is offered through the Physical and Environmental Sciences Department.  This 
degree prepares students for employment as geological technicians in government and industry, or for entrance into the geology baccalaureate 
program at Colorado Mesa University or other four-year institutions.  The curriculum includes basic courses in geology as well as Essential 
Learning courses.  All of the geology courses place emphasis on the spectacular geologic features in western Colorado and eastern Utah.

 60 semester hours total ( A minimum of 16  taken at CMU in no 

fewer than two semesters). 
 2.00 cumulative GPA or higher in all CMU coursework and a grade 

of “C” or better must be earned toward the major content area. 
 A grade of “C” or higher must be earned in all Essential Learning 

courses in order to be accepted for the transfer under the Core 
Transfer Agreements. 

 Pre-collegiate courses (usually numbered below 100) cannot be 
used for graduation. 

 A student must follow the CMU graduation requirements either 
from 1) the program sheet for the major in effect at the time the 
student officially declares a major; or 2) a program sheet for the 
major approved for a year subsequent to the year during which the 
student officially declares the major and is approved for the student 
by the department head.

1. Please see the catalog for a complete list of graduation requirements. 
2. This program sheet must be submitted with your graduation planning sheet to your advisor during the semester prior to the semester of 

graduation, no later than October 1 for spring graduates, no later than March 1 for fall graduates.  You must turn in your “Intent to 
Graduate” form to the Registrar’s Office by September 15 if you plan to graduate the following May, and by February 15 if you plan 
to graduate the following December.   

3. Your advisor will sign and forward the Program Sheet and Graduation Planning Sheet to the Department Head for signature.  Finally, the 
Department Head will submit the signed forms to the Registrar’s Office.  (Students cannot handle the forms once the advisor signs.) 

4. If your petition for graduation is denied, it will be your responsibility to reapply for graduation in a subsequent semester.  Your “Intent to 
Graduate” does not automatically move to a later graduation date. 

5. NOTE: The semester before graduation, you may be required to take a capstone exit assessment/project. 
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
