The Bachelor of Applied Science (BAS) degree in Hospitality Management combines
practical knowledge obtained from an Associate degree in culinary, hospitality or
related degrees. The BAS combines business knowledge with a focus on the
hospitality management skills needed in this industry. Potential employment
opportunities include management in any of the following areas: resort and hotel
management, food and beverage management, travel and tourism management, and
food service management. With the ever-expanding world hospitality market, this
degree has endless opportunities both within the United States and in the global
hospitality industry.

All CMU baccalaureate graduates are expected to demonstrate proficiency in critical
thinking, communication fluency, quantitative fluency, and specialized
knowledge/applied learning.

In addition to these campus-wide student learning outcomes, graduates of this major
will be able to:

1. Think critically and solve problems: Apply business knowledge and skills in
appropriate business contexts and transfer knowledge and skills to new
business situations.

3. Work in teams: Demonstrate an understanding of the role of teams in
organizations and demonstrate behaviors consistent with effective teamwork.

4. Demonstrate ethical awareness: Be able to identify ethical issues and facts in
order to identify plausible ethical alternatives and recommend appropriate
ethical actions.

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Program Requirements

A student must follow CMU graduation requirements by completing 120 semester credit hours, including 40 credits of
coursework at the 300+ level. See the “Undergraduate Graduation Requirements” in the catalog for additional
graduation information. Students should work closely with a faculty advisor when selecting and scheduling courses prior
to registration. In general, CMU’s programs of study are based on two curriculum groups:

1. Essential Learning
CMU'’s Essential Learning program provides the foundation of skills and information that cuts across all fields of study
and the support for advanced concepts that students will later encounter in their majors. Before moving into work at
the 300+ level, students complete the Maverick Milestone and its co-requirement, Essential Speech. This pair of
courses is a capstone experience where students integrate what they have learned from their foundation courses by
making connections among diverse areas of knowledge. The capstone is also an opportunity for students to work with
disparate ideas, a critical skill expected of all CMU graduates that will aid them in solving the complex and unscripted
problems they will encounter in their personal, professional, and civic lives.
